Eligibility, Rules & Awards

* Open to original photographs by
Fremont residents and members of
FCAC, Fremont Photographic Society,
or Photogenesis. The panel of judges
will determine acceptability

* All prints, color or black and white
(including digital), must be at least

* 5" x 7" (with frames no smaller than
8" x 10") and must not be larger than
16" x 20" (with frames no larger than
20" x 24™). Prints must be framed,
under glass or acrylic, and ready for
hanging with wire on back (no saw
tooth hangers); eye screws must not
protrude beyond the frame back. To
reduce weight, frames larger than 16"
x 20" should be covered with acrylic,
not glass.

* No slides or digital files

* Tape the top of exhibit label (at right)
to the back of each print. Fill in all
information except the record number,
which is assigned when the print is
submitted. Please print clearly.

* Maximum of five prints per entrant.

* Merit and/or cash awards will be given
to selected entries as determined by
the judges. Cash awards will be
dependent upon the amount of entry
fees collected.

* The photographer’s name should not
be visible on the front of the mat or
print.
